In each location, the audiences were 
mesmerized and touched by his obvi-
ous humility, deep love for God, and 
his love and concern for America.

of the inner workings of some of the world’s 
most notorious terror organizations, Saleem 
spoke of the FBI’s discovery of the Muslim 
Brotherhood’s plan to claim the United 
States for Islam.
 
The files were uncovered by the FBI in the 
course of the investigations surrounding 
the well-known Holy Land Foundation 
trial, which yielded convictions of funding 
terrorism by Muslim Brotherhood front 
groups.

The strategy outlined in the document, 
known as “An Explanatory Memorandum 
On the General Strategic Goal for the Group

The 
campaign plan is one of colonization, de-
scribed by the [Muslim Brotherhood] as 
a ‘settlement strategy.’ Explaining this 
concept they describe it as establishing 
Islam in America as ‘stable,’ ‘rooted’ and 
‘enabled on which the Islamic structure 
is built and with which the testimony of 
civilization is achieved.’  Recognizing this 
strategy cannot be carried forward alone 
by the Brotherhood they recognized the 
strategy requires that, ‘They are then to 
work to employ, direct and unify Muslims’ 
efforts and powers for this process. In or-
der to do that, we must possess a mastery 
of the art of ‘coalitions’, the art of ‘absorp-
tion’ and the principles of ‘cooperation.’” 

Sounds crazy, right? It smacks of a 
conspiracy theory. But recognize that this 
is not some “official” document dredged 
up by bloggers at chickenlittle.wordpress. 
com. This is a document used by the 
federal government to convict five men of 
funding terrorism and while The Holy Land 
Foundation itself was convicted and shut 
down, myriad offshoots and co-conspirators 
were not indicted and thus not convicted 

‘Normalcy bias’ is the term for the state 
of mind which assumes that, in the face 
of clear and present danger, everything 
will continue on the same as it always has. 
In other words, when faced with the fact 
that there is a chance that a disaster may 
occur or that the disaster may not occur, 
a normalcy bias would lead one to concur 
that the disaster will not occur in spite of 
any evidence to the contrary.

Normalcy bias is also an apt description 
of the American state of mind on any 
imaginable threat to our nation. 

As an exercise, consider for a moment the 
fact that a nuclear weapon launched from a 
hostile nation like Iran would take about 33 
minutes to reach the United States and that 
our capability to shoot down that weapon 
has huge - and growing - holes in it.

Sounds like a great movie scene, doesn’t 
it? In fact, I can think of three movies off 
the top of my head that have used almost 
that exact idea. It’s a very real, possible 
scenario, but do you really believe that such 
a threat exists? And, unfortunately, neither 
Iron Man, Ripcord, nor the Incredibles 
would be around to save the day.

Unless you just jumped up from your chair 
and are on the way to the store to stock up 
on canned goods, the answer is probably 
“no.” 

That is normalcy bias.

The magazine features dozens of photos of 
topless women, as well as fully nude wom-
en.  The cover photo itself is so explicit I 
can’t imagine why any store manager with 
a modicum of decency would display this 
magazine – and yet they do – in millions 
of family shopping centers across America. 
Stores that would never sell Playboy, sell 
the equally pornographic Sports Illustrated 
Swimsuit.  For truly, this magazine is little 
different than a Playboy.  Yet, to some in 
America, the name Sports Illustrated seems 
to give it a semblance of “acceptability.”  
Men who would not dream of buying a 
porn magazine, without a thought have the 

SI Swimsuit Edition in their home.   

Also troubling are corporations who not 
only endorse this magazine with their ad-
vertising dollars, but stoop to the same lev-
el by incorporating bikini-clad models and 
eroticism into their ads.  

In some cases there is little difference be-
tween the erotic advertisements and the 
SI photo displays.  The worst offenders of 
corporations using sexually explicit themes 
in their ads were:  Dodge Ram; Direct TV; 
Playtex; Target; Fiat; Lexus; Honda; and 
Axe men’s products. 

This issue of SI Swimsuit actually did spark 
controversy and garnered criticism by some 
in the media.  Not, however, for their ex-
ploitive, degrading pornographic displays, 
but rather for exploiting indigenous people 
by including them in the photos as they 
filmed around the world!

Take a moment and really think about what 
this magazine is about and the views and 
thought patterns it establishes within our 
culture.  It teaches young boys and men to 
objectify women – to see them as sex ob-
jects to be viewed and used for their plea-
sure.  And what about girls and women?  
What does SI Swimsuit teach them?  It 
sends the message that their worth is de-
pendent upon their sex appeal.  That to gain 
acceptance they must degrade themselves.  

No matter how accepted the Sports 
Illustrated Swimsuit magazine has become, 
it needs to be opposed.  One of the great 
concerns about the SI Swimsuit issue is 
its easy availability by anyone of any age 
– which has long made it a stepping stone 
to increased use of pornography by boys 
and young men.  We have heard numerous 
accounts from concerned and angry moms 
who have discovered that their young sons 
have been able to purchase it or who have 
received it in the mail.  

However, you can make an impact where 
you shop.   It can take just one concerned 
shopper who, with shaking knees but a 
firm resolve to stand for Truth, approaches 
a store manager and expresses concern  
about the sale of pornography in a family

marketplace.  You can be that person 
making a difference!  

Because the cover photo on this magazine is 
so incredibly explicit, I strongly recommend 
that only ladies do the following:  Go 
to your local pharmacy, supermarket, or 
anywhere magazines are sold and check the 
magazine racks - not only by the checkouts, 
but also the store’s magazine/book section.  
If you find Sports Illustrated Swimsuit, take 
it to the store manager and express your 
concern about such a pornographic display 
in a family shopping center.  And then 
follow up next week and offer appreciation 
to those that pulled the magazine and again 
express your deep concern to any that are 
still selling it.  

When we step out in weakness but in faith, 
God often does his best work in us and 
through us.  Take a stand for righteousness 
today.

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Diet Eman:  An example of faith and courage

Earlier in this newsletter you’ve read 
about our three events featuring Kamal 
Saleem and his compelling messages and 
testimony.  In addition, our Saturday event 
also featured a presentation by a second 
speaker that none in attendance will soon 
forget.

Last October you may recall ADA hosted 
a conference on radical Islam featuring 
speaker Frank Gaffney.  Afterwards, we 
went through the registration slips from that 
event and noticed an attendee’s name - Diet 
Eman - written in the shaky handwriting of 
one who has lived many years.  The name 
was familiar, and then we realized who 
had been in our audience that day.  Diet 
[pronounced “Deet”] is a Dutch immigrant 
with a tremendous story who now lives in 
West Michigan.  

During World War II in her native country, 
the Netherlands, Diet, a young Christian 
woman in her early twenties, worked 
tirelessly and courageously in the Dutch 
Underground resistance movement hiding 
Jews from Nazi persecution and murder.  At 
tremendous risk to her own life – resulting 
in her eventual arrest and imprisonment in 
a Nazi concentration camp – she helped 
save many lives.

We wished we had known Diet was with 
us at our conference last October.  Having 
heard a bit about her life story, we would 
have been thrilled to meet this amazing 
dear lady in person.  

Months later as we planned our recent 
events featuring Kamal Saleem, we 
thought of Diet’s story and how her bold 
stance for freedom against Nazi oppression 
would tie in so very well with today’s 
threat of radical Islam.  And so we placed 
a call to Diet, now 92 years old, asking  

if she would be willing to share her 
story.  With reluctance, she told us she 
didn’t think she’d be able to.  Then, two 
weeks before the event, she called stating 
that if we could arrange transportation 
for her, she would love to speak at our 
Holland, Michigan breakfast event.  The 
Lord brought to mind the perfect couple 
to escort her – although I think we would 
have moved mountains if necessary to have 
her with us that day! 

Speaking with a still discernible Dutch 
accent and a voice softened with age, 
Diet spoke for about 30 minutes to a rapt 
audience.  She told of the oppression of 
the Dutch people under Nazi occupation, 
the cruelty of the ever-present Gestapo, the 
hardship endured.  She spoke, too, of the 
persecution of the large Jewish population 
in the Netherlands.  How she and her fiancé 
were burdened to help – crying out on their 
knees to God – “Lord, they are your people 
and they are so persecuted.  We have to 
help them.”  

Diet gave accounts of finding places to hide 
Jews.  Dutch farmers across the countryside 
taking in Jews; a well-meaning woman 
in the heart of the city hiding dozens of 
Jewish people in her small home.  She 
and her fiancé helped hundreds of Jewish 
people.  Always the problems of obtaining 
enough food, identification papers, the fear 
of being discovered by the Gestapo.  As she 
stated:  “we had insurmountable problems, 
but God always helped.”

She described being in a Nazi 
concentration camp, telling the audience:  
“I can only say that God was always there.  
And with my bobbie pin I scraped in the 
wall when no guards were looking: ‘Lo, I 
am with you always.’ …” 

With 92 years of wisdom that comes from 
walking with the Lord, she told us: “There 
is not one life that from the moment you are 
born to the day you die that you don’t have 
a cross to bear.  … And some people have 
many crosses.  I had many crosses, but 
God was always there like He promised.  
‘Lo, I am with you always.’  And what-
ever happens in your life, remember that.  
… But whatever happens He is there.  …  
 

God has a purpose and He is in control and  
nearest to His children that have the heavi- 
est load and then you are a testimony to 
the world.  … And for the young people I 
want to say if you have to make decisions 
about life … God has a plan for all your 
lives.  And when you have to make choices, 
make the right choice.  And sometimes that 
brings suffering.   … In the New Testament 
they thanked God that they were worthy of 
suffering for Him.

As Diet concluded, she offered to take ques-
tions from the audience.  I, and I think many 
others, had tears over what happened next.  
A middle-aged lady stood up and said, “I 
don’t have a question, but I am Jewish and 
I want to thank you for what you did to save 
my people.”  It was an incredible moment 
as the two embraced!

After the event Diet made herself avail-
able to sign her book, “Things We 
Couldn’t Say” which gives an account 
of her courageous efforts during World 
War II.  I noticed two girls in their late 
teens come up to Diet and kneel in front 
of where she was sitting.  One of the girls 
asked Diet:  “What can I as a young per-
son do to be a leader in our culture for 
Christ?”

Wow! What an incredible scene before me 
as these two young ladies recognized the 
example before them of a woman, now in 
her nineties, who boldly stood for Christ 
when she was about their age – and is still 
doing so today.  I could not hear what Diet 
said as she spoke to them for several min-
utes, but it was obvious the impact Diet had 
on these young lives.

I, too, purchased Diet’s book that day.  
When she signed it for me, she inscribed, 
“Please read my favorite psalm - Psalm 
27.”  I hope you will take a moment to read 
that psalm.
